1. The main readers of the lit review are your co-researchers in the Texel case. Take into account

its interdisciplinary and international character.

2. Find a few more articles than just required reading on the topic of the week. You may want to
introduce your co-researchers to literature and insights (one of) you're already familiar with from

your MSc program or else.
3. Use proper referencing; prevent plagiarism.

4. Start the lit review with a research question that you derived from the required reading. Conclude
the lit review with answering that research question and apply conclusions to the Texel case.
